3. ELIGIBILITY & ENTRIES
3.1    The 2023 Philippine National Games is a multi-sport competition for Filipinos aged 18 years    
    and above.  Athletes born in  the year 2005 and before may participate. 

3.2    An athlete should be a Filipino citizen, whether by birth or naturalization.  A  
                              Fil-foreign athlete may participate as long as he/she represents a particular 

                              LGU (birthplace of Filipino parent). 

3.3    An athlete should participate as a member of the official delegation of a province or  
   city.  Municipal and barangay-level endorsements of athletes shall NOT be 

   accepted
3.4    Players must be of good standing with the Philippine Badminton Association

                             Each LGU can send a maximum of 4 Women and 4 Mens player. 

3.5 Players may be entered in a maximum of one (1) event.

3.6    NO REGISTRATION FEE WILL BE COLLECTED.
7. Substitution of athletes shall be allowed only if the athlete is to be replaced because of injury/illness and his/her substitute is playing the same event.  Substitution of athletes for other reasons shall NOT be allowed.  Substitution of athletes on-site will NOT be accepted.  
8. Late submission of entries and on-site registration will NOT be allowed.

5. COMPETITION RULES & SCHEDULE

5.1 The tournament will be run in accordance with the Rules and Regulations of the Badminton World Federation and the Philippine Badminton Association. The format will be single elimination in all categories and events.

5.SHUTTLECOCK

A competition standard feathered shuttlecock will be use.

6.COMPETITION UNIFORM

6.1 As per BWF Regulations on clothing and advertisement and to ensure   attractive presentation of Badminton, all players are required to wear acceptable badminton attire. It is also recommended that doubles partner wear the same color of shirts and short  when playing.

 It is also recommended, if possible that all finalist wear shirts with their names printed on the back to aid the media and spectators in identifying the players (6 cm min. 10 cm max. height). Players are not allowed to use the word “PHILIPPINES” at the back of the shirt unless they are member of National  Pool or National Junior Team.  Coaches must wear proper attire, Shirt, long pants, close shoes. No sandals, shorts, tokong, sleeveless shirt.  

7.SCORING SYSTEM

5.2 The current BWF 1-21 rally point scoring system will be used in all categories and events.
8.DEFAULTING TIME

          No  defaulting time will be implemented for the entire event. It’s a mandatory that player must be in the    playing  venue    one  (1)  hour before his / her scheduled match. Failure to arrive on time will result to a walk over. Coach of defaulted player must file a written explanation to be submitted to the Tournament Director. This will be reported to PSC and concern LGU.
9.SEEDING AND DRAW

9.1The seeding of players will be based on the results of this year’s latest PBA organized or sanctioned national tournaments, but the information must be indicated properly in the player’s entry form.

9.1 Draws will be done electronically using the tournament software on TBA.

9.2 The team managers’ meeting will be held in the afternoon of TBA.
9.3 Team Manager / Coach or Representatives of participating LGU are invited to witness the draw.

10 CODE OF CONDUCT FOR COACHES, TEAM AND TECHNICAL OFFICIALS 

10.1 A coach or a team official who is taking the seat to coach during a match shall:

10.2 Be dressed appropriately and must remain seated in the designated chairs provided at each end   of the court behind his / her player(s) except at the approved intervals.

10.3. Must not verbally abuse or intimidate in any form such as shouting making gesture, 

       towards or in any other way to distract any spectator, tournament official, technical 

       official, opposing coach or opposing team official, or opposing player

10.4 Must not bring the sport into disrepute through media comments relating to technical 

officials either pre or post match that are personal in nature, imply bias, or question the integrity of the technical officials in charge of the match or tournament.

10.5 In the case of flagrant breaches of this Code of Conduct, the Umpire will call the  

       Referee  to the court. The Referee will remove the offending Coach / Team Official 

       from the coaching floor or removed from the arena for the remainder of the event or 

      part thereof.
